2. Check radiator water level — top up with
water/anti-freeze solution.

3. Check hydraulic oil level with bucket and
blade lowered to the ground — oil will show
in site glass on side of hydraulic tank — top
up if oil does not show.

Check fuel level on gauge on instrument
panel. Do not smoke when refuelling.
Grease after every 10 hours work — as a

general guide grease nipples are situated on
all pins and pivot points.

Start-'Up Procedure

1. Sit in the operator’s seat before starting the engine.
2. Move throttie lever back to the fully open position.

3. Turn starter key anti-clockwise to preheat
position until glow lamp warning light goes
out — in cold weather increase preheat time
by 10 seconds.

Turn starter key clockwise to start position
and engine will start. Release key once engine
has started.

Push throttle lever forward to halfway position.
Make sure all ‘warning lights’ go out.
Repeat 3-6 if engine does not start immediately.

Operating Instructions

1. Do not operate at maximum engine speed until
completely familiar with the controls.

2. Always dig over the sprockets with the blade
behind the machine. Push the blade down until
the rear of the machine starts to lift.

If the machine moves slightly from side to side
when you are digging push the blade down a
little bit more.

CAUTION: In this digging position the
forward and reverse position on the track
control levers is reversed.

3. To avoid damage to tarmac, concrete or fine
turf, etc. place a board under the blade.

4. Place spoil away from the side of the trench —
at least one metre on wide deep trenches.

5. In confined areas backfill with the excavator —
do not beat the soil into the trench using the
side of the bucket.

Use the offset boom position to dig alongside
walls, manholes, etc. and use the main slew.

When using the dozer blade push moderate
amounts — make shallow cuts and doze in a
straight line, do not try to steer. Use the engine
throttie to control dozing speed and not track
control levers. For more complete control use
one hand on dozer control lever and the other
hand on the track control levers.

To change the bucket put the digging arm in a
vertical position and lower the boom slowly
placing the bucket flat on the ground. Using a
pinch bar or copper hammer and drift take out the
bucket ram attaching pin and then the arm
attaching pin. To put the bucket on first attach
the arm pin and then the bucket ram pin. To make
bucket changing easy always keep bucket
attaching pins well lubricated.

Shut-Down Procedure - And before Leaving Seat

1. Park the machine on level ground and lower the
bucket and blade to the ground.

2. Close the throttle, stop the engine and take out the keys.

3. Put the safety lever in the ‘lock’ position and get
